We should, rather, lean on God’s grace and strength, and surround ourselves 

with a community, like Epiphany, that uplifts and supports us.  By understanding and 

implementing Nehemiah’s wisdom, we equip ourselves to face the challenges with our 

sanctuary construction activities. Remember, every challenge is an opportunity for growth, and 

with God by our side, victory is not just a possibility; it’s a guarantee.
